RECENT TAX ISSUES AFFECTING IMMIGRANTS

IRS Reintroduces Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program with no filing deadline yet:

Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program (OVDP) has been reintroduced by IRS. In simple words, OVDP relates to violations related to Foreign
Bank Account Reporting (FBAR) requirements. If a taxpayer has one or more bank accounts in a foreign country with a balance of more than
$10,000 any time during a year, then he should make appropriate disclosure in Treasury Department Form, FinCEN Report 114 to IRS by June
30th of the following year. The penalty for not making the disclosure can be as much as $10,000 per violation per year and can go up to 50% of
the bank balance. Recently IRS introduced a amnesty program, that is, Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program to help such taxpayers (who have
not complied with FBAR requirements during the years 2003-2010) comply with FBAR requirements and reduced the penalties to 12.5% or
27.5% and in some cases to just 5%. Taxpayers need to assess their situation and decide OVDP’S applicability and if they should take advantage
of it.

In addition to facing the risk of criminal prosecution and higher penalties up to 50% in many cases, the taxpayer may not be able to remit the
unreported funds back in USA, say in 5-10-20 years from now. So it is highly suggested that taxpayers should make sure that they were not
subject to FBAR requirements during the years 2003-2010 and if they were, then they should consider taking advantage of this amnesty
program, that is, Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program. This program requires you to file prior years amended tax returns and delinquent
FBARS.

In addition to the FBAR filing, Taxpayers with specified foreign financial assets that exceed certain thresholds must report those assets to the IRS
on Form 8938, Statement of Specified Foreign Financial Assets. The new Form 8938 filing requirement does not replace or otherwise affect a
taxpayers requirement to file FBAR. This Form is part of the Tax return and accordingly must be filed by the due date of Individual tax return in
Form 1040.If you are required to file Form 8938 but do not file a complete and correct Form 8938 by the due date (including extensions), you
may be subject to a penalty of $10,000.

New Lengthy and Cumbersome Procedures to obtain ITIN:IRS has introduced new interim procedures to apply for Individual Tax Identification
Number (ITIN), thus making it much more difficult for immigrants to obtain ITIN for the dependents, e.g., HIB visa holder applying ITIN for
dependents. Under new rules, passport copies have to be certified by IRS Office (be ready to wait for few hours), Indian Consulate in USA or
passport issuing authority in India instead of a Notary under old procedures. These new procedures involve time, cost and unnecessary stress
as compared to getting passport copies notarized by a local notary.Whether this is FBAR or ITIN, it seems immigrants are becoming subject to
severe tax compliance rules.

Oral Health for Children

Teaching your child proper oral care at a young age is an investment in his or her health that will
pay lifelong dividends. You can start by setting an example; taking good care of your own teeth
sends a message that oral health is something to be valued. And anything that makes taking
4 " care of teeth fun, like brushing along with your child or letting them choose their own

_ ~i toothbrush, encourages proper oral care.

To help your children protect their teeth and gums and greatly reduce their risk of getting
cavities, teach them to follow these simple steps:

y f; g "« Brush twice a day with an ADA - accepted fluoride toothpaste to remove plaque-the sticky film on
| "i teeth that’s the main cause of tooth decay.

* Floss daily to remove plaque from between your teeth and under the gumline, before it can harden into tartar. Once tartar has formed, it
can only be removed by a professional cleaning.

« Eat a well-balanced diet that limits starchy or sugary foods, which produce plaque acids that cause tooth decay. When you do eat these
foods, try to eat them with your meal instead of as a snack-the extra saliva produced during a meal helps rinse food from the mouth.

« Use dental products that contain fluoride, including toothpaste. ¢ Make sure that your children’s drinking water is fluoridated.
* Take your child to the dentist for regular checkups.

Most of the time our patients use to ask following questions

What Brushing Techniques Can | Show My Child?

You may want to supervise your children until they get the hang of these simple steps:

Use a pea-sized dab of an ADA-accepted fluoride toothpaste. Take care that your child does not swallow the toothpaste.

» Using a soft-bristled toothbrush, brush the inside surface of each tooth first, where plague may accumulate most. Brush gently back
and forth.

*Clean the outer surfaces of each tooth. Angle the brush along the outer gumline. Gently brush back and forth.

*Brush the chewing surface of each tooth. Gently brush back and forth.

« Use the tip of the brush to clean behind each front tooth, both top and bottom.

«It's always fun to brush the tongue!

When Should My Child Begin Flossing? Because flossing removes food particles and plaque between teeth that brushing
misses, you should floss for your children beginning at age 4. By the time they reach age 8, most kids can begin flossing for themselves.

What are Dental Sealants and How Do | Know if My Child Needs Them? A dental sealant creates a highly-effective
barrier against decay. Sealants are thin plastic coatings applied to the chewing surfaces of a child’s permanent back teeth, where most
cavities form. Applying a sealant is not painful and can be performed in one dental visit. Your dentist can tell you whether your child might
benefit from a dental sealant.

How Important is Diet to My Child’s Oral Health? A balanced diet is necessary for your child to develop strong, decay-
resistant teeth. In addition to a full range of vitamins and minerals, a child’s diet should include plenty of calcium, phosphorous, and
proper levels of fluoride.If fluoride is your child’s greatest protection against tooth decay, then frequent snacking may be the biggest
enemy. The sugars and starches found in many foods and snacks like cookies, candies, dried fruit, soft drinks, pretzels and potato chips
combine with plaque on teeth to create acids. These acids attack the tooth enamel and may lead to cavities.

What Should I Do if My Child Chips, Breaks or Knocks Out a Tooth? If your child is in pain from a broken, cracked or
chipped tooth, you should visit the dentist immediately. You may want to give an over-the-counter pain reliever to your child until his/her
appointment. If possible, keep any part of the tooth that has broken off and take this with you to the dentist. If a tooth is completely
knocked out of the mouth by an injury, take the tooth to your dentist as soon as possible. Handle the tooth as little as possible — do not
wipe or otherwise clean the tooth. Store the tooth in water or milk until you get to a dentist. It may be possible for the tooth to be placed
back into your child’s mouth, a procedure called reimplantation.
