In general, Telugu rulers belong to 'local Telugu castes/tribes and don't belong to the Northern Aryan immigrant
ribes/castes like Brahmin and. Kshalnya. Howev'er, there are a few exceptions. Peddapuram was ruled by Vatsavayi
dynasty, which was a Kshatriya family. Brahmin Dynasties .ruled Polavaramu and Lakkavaramu. The rest of the
kingdoms/zamindaris were ruled by powerful local non-Aryan tribes/castes. These kingdoms have supported Telugu poets
and Telugu literature.
