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Dental Health and Cavities

Cavities occur as a resulf of tooth decay. Tooth decay is the destruction of the tooth structure.
Tooth decay can affect both the enamel (the outer coating of the tooth) and the dentin (the inner
layer of the tooth).

Tooth decay occurs when foods containing carbohydrates (sugars and starches) such as
breads, cereals, milk, soda, fruits, cakes, or candy are left on the teeth. Bacteria that live in the
mouth digest these foods, turning them into acids. The bacteria, acid, food debris, and saliva
combine to form plague, which clings to the teeth. The acids in plague dissolve the enamel
surface of the teeth, creating holes in the teeth called cavities, or caries.

Who Gets Cavities?

Many people think cavities only affect children, but changes that occur with aging make cavities
an adult problem too. Recession of the gums (a pulling away of gum tissue from the teeth),
often associated with an increased incidence of gingivitis (gum disease), can expose tooth roots
to plaque. Also, sugary food cravings can make anyone more vulnerable to developing cavities.

How Do | Know if | Have a Cavity?

You might experience a toothache, especially after consuming sweet, hot, or cold foods or
drinks. Other signs of tooth decay are visible pits or holes in the teeth.

How Do | Prevent Cavities?
To prevent your teeth from decaying, you can do two things:
Strengthen your teeth's defenses with fluoride, sealants and agents that contain calcium and
phosphate ions.

Reduce the number of bacteria in your mouth

Fluoride penetrates into teeth. It strengthens them by replacing minerals that acid has
destroyed.
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Sealants are protective coatings placed over the tops of the back teeth — molars and
premolars. They block bacteria and acids from sticking in the tiny grooves on the chewing
surfaces of these teeth. Sealants can be placed in adults and children. Children can have
sealants on their baby molars, and also on the permanent molars once they come in.

You can never get rid of all the bacteria in your mouth. But you can take steps to control
bacteria:

Brush twice a day.
Floss daily.
Reduce the number of times each day that you consume fermentable carbohydrates

What Is the Treatment for Cavities?

There are a number of different treatments for cavities depending on the extent of tooth decay.
If decay is not extensive, the decayed portion of the tooth is removed by drilling and replaced

with a filling made of silver alloy, gold, porcelain, or a composite resin. Materials used in fillings
are considered safe.

If the tooth decay is extensive and there is limited tooth structure remaining, crowns will be
used. If a crown is needed, the decayed or weakened area of the tooth is removed and repaired
and a crown is fitted over the remainder of the tooth. Crowns are made from gold, porcelain, or
porcelain fused to metal.

If the decay causes the nerve or pulp of the tooth to die, a root canal will be performed. During a
root canal, the center of the tooth (including the nerve, blood vessels, and tissue) is removed
along with the decayed portions of the tooth. The roots are then filled with a sealing maternial. If
necessary, a crown can be placed over the filled tooth.

Most importantly, visit your dentist regularly will result in a foundation of good dental health and a
lifetime of healthy smiles.

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RECENT TAX ISSUES AFFECTING INAMIGRANTS

IRS Reintroduces Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program with no filing deadline vet:

Offshore Voluntary Disclosure Program (OVDP) has beenreintroduced by IRS. In simple words, OVDP
relates to violations related to Foreign Bank Account Reporting (FBAR) requirements. If a taxpayer
has one or more bank accountsin a foreign country with a balance of more than $10,000 anv time during
a vear, then he should make appropriate disclosure in Treasury Department Form, TD F 90-22.1 to RS by
June 30th ofthe following vear. The penalty for not making the disclosure can be as much as $10,000 per
violation per vear and can go up to 50% of the bank balance Recently IRS introduced a amnesty
program, thatis, Offshore Voluntarv Disclosure Program to help such taxpavers (who have not complied
with FBAR requirements during the vears 2003-2010) comply with FBAR requirements and reduced the
penalties to 12 5% or 27.5% and in some casesto just 5%. Taxpavers need to assess their situation and
decide OVDP'S applicability and if they should take advantage of it.

In addition to facing the risk of criminal prosecution and higher penalties up to 50% in many cases, the
taxpaver maynot be able to remit the unreported funds back in USA, sav in 5-10-20 vears from now. So it
is highlv suggested that taxpavers should make sure that thev were not subject to FBAR requirements
during the vears 2003-2010 and if thev were, then thev should consider taking advantage of this amnesty
program, thatis, Offshore Voluntarv Disclosure Program. This program requires vou to file prior vears
amended tax returns and delinquent FBARSs.

Readers can access legal cases already adjudicated on FBAR/OVDI issue at www.Gupta-CPA.com.

In addition to the FBAR filing, Taxpavers with specified foreign financial assets that exceed certain
thresholds must report those assets to the IRS on Form 8938, Statement of Specified Foreign Financial
Assets. The new Form 8938 filing requirement does not replace or otherwise affect a taxpayers
requirement to file FBAR. This Formis part of the Tax return and accordingly must be filed by the due
date of Individual tax return in Form 1040.

If vou are required to file Form 8938 but donot file a complete and correct Form 8938 by the due date
(including extensions), vou may be subject to a penalty of $10,000.

New Lengthy and Cumbersome Procedures to obtain ITITN:

IRS has introduced new interim procedures to apply for Individual Tax Identification Number (ITIN),
thus making it much more difficult for immigrants to obtain ITIN for the dependents, e.g., HIB visa
holder applying ITIN for dependents. Under new rules, passport copies have to be certified by Indian
Consulate in USA or passport issuing authority in India instead of a Notary under old procedures. Just
imagine that taxpavers now need to send original passport to Indian Consulate to get certified copies of
passport which will involve time, cost and unnecessary stress.

Whether this is FBAR or ITIN, if seems immigranis are becoming subject to severe tax compliance
rules.
